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This study has 2 objectives: 1) to examine the participating level of officials under the
Secretariat of the House of Representatives in the déﬂing of Constitution of the Kingdom of
Thailand B.E.2550; and 2) to investigate factors affecting such participation. Stratified
sampling was conducted to select 250 subjects, using the questionnaire as a research
instrument. Data analysis comprises frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation,
and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

Results show that most of the sample are females under 40 years of age, with
bachelor's degree of education. They participated in drafting the constitution at low
level. Social factors, i.e. political communication in office, and exposure to political
information are at moderate level, whereas factors on psycho-political characteristic with
respect to political awareness and sense of political efficacy are at high level.
Combined social factors are able to predict the participation by 11 % for which is best
described by political communication in office, followed by exposure to political
information from mass media.

Social factors and psycho-political factors can commonly describe such
participation differently according to individual background. Among officials with different
ages, the participation of those aged 40 years or lower is best described by their political

communication in office, and exposure to political information from mass media. Whereas
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among officials above 40 years of age, their participation is best described by psycho-
political characteristic in the aspect of political awareness.

Among 3 groups of officials with different education level, social factor that can
best describe the participation of those with lower than bachelor's degree is political
communication in office. For officials with bachelor's degree, their participation is also
best described by social factors, i.e. political communication in office, and exposure to
political information from mass media. However, it was fond that social factors or psycho-
political characteristic factors cannot explain the participation of officials with higher
than bachelor’s degree of education.

Recommendations:

1) These officials should be promoted to attend higher level of education, or
educated more in the areas of democratic governance and political system so that they
can apply the knowledge, skill, and experience in the drafting of constitution as well as
political involvement.

2) Political communication in office should be increasingly promoted for
example through providing political literacy, opening the forum for sharing political
perspectives and issues, arranging political talks or seminar, etc.

3) Mass media should present comprehensive political information of all
aspects, including political knowledge and different views of political issues.

4) Officials and general people should be educated in politics and

governance, including the rights, roles and duties of people.
