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The there objectives of the study were as follows :

1. To investigate the approach to national development in the fist to the
tenth national economic and social development plans ;

2. To analyze the speeches of the Majesty the King concerning the
national development,

3. To find the application of His Majesty the King's speeches concerning
the strategic approach in the national economic and social development pians.

Findings

From the findings, it was concluded that the King's speeches could lead
to six important strategies in the national economic and social development plans.

1. Human resource development strategy. The King gives priority to Thai
people’'s education because if all Thais in the country are well education, others will be
developed rapidly and will easily reach the goal.

2. Rural and urban development strategy. The king’s speeches on
different occasion always emphasize developing both urban and rural areas at the same

time so that the society will be strong formed.

3. Economic development strategy. The king always emphasized
sufficiency, sensibility and immunization in line with the philosophy of sufficiency
economy.

4. National resource and environment management strategy. The King
advised that people live happily in harmony with the Nature, while conserving and
revising natural resources and the environment with effective management.

5. State development strategy. The King orders that the government rule
the country and set the policy on the basis of good governance to bring out happiness
and well — being of His people.

6. Management strategy for implementing the development plan. The
King emphasizes that to materialize the national development, it is essential that the
philosophy of sufficiency economy be seriously applied by all Thais.

Recommendations

1. The government or agencies concerned should focus materialize the
philosophy of sufficiency economy.

2. The government should launch a campaign that educate people about
sufficiency economy and urge them to apply it in their daily life in order to be successful
in national development.

3. The government should set a strategic plan on sustainable

development that is suitable for the Thai way of life.
