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This research comprises 2 objectives; i.e., 1) to study the officials’
awareness and comprehension of the philosophy of sufficiency economy; 2) to study the
application of sufficiency economy philosophy in self-living, family, and in work. Data
collection has been done mainly with the in-depth interviews of 15 key-informants; data
gathered are later analyzed with logical context description and descriptive statistics.

Finding of this study can be summarized as follows;

1. Awareness and comprehension in sufficiency economy philosophy:

1.1) The key-informants are aware of the sufficiency economy philosophy
from hearing , seeing and reading about it , via persons and mass media , in particular
from higher-ranking officials and mostly from the Crown Property Bureau's magazine.

1.2) The key-informants comprehend the philosophy quite well, can
classify various components of the sufficiency economy philosophy with examples and
clear explanation.

2) In application of the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy for Self — living,
Family and for Works;

2.1) For self-living and the family application being shown by the ability to
allot income for expenses adequately with some parts left for saving, using reasons in
solving problems derived from various situations with the emphasis on thrifts and
worthiness, preparing for any changes that may come by using knowledge in

appropriation with modern technology, and also the thesty is emphasized.
2.2 In work application, revealed by working in-time, using sound reasons

in solving various situations, emphasis on necessity and worthiness, readiness for any
change, knowledge with modern technology appropriately with the emphasis on
transparency.

Among important recommendations emerged are

1) The administrators should act as good models in this matter; 2) The
Crown Property Bureau's division responsible for personnel and public relations
should campaign rigorously for continuity in practices of this philosophy including

promotion of such practices.
