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The purpose of the study were to examine the people’s behavior of electing
members of the Provincial Administrative Organization Coun_cil, to find out the factors
influencing their election behavior, and to compare the election behavior of the people
classified by personal factors. A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 395
legitimate voters in Constituency 3, Kantharaluk District, Sisaket Province. The data
were analyzed by using the descriptive statistics, i.e., frequency, percentage, mean and

standard deviation, and the inferential statistics, i.e., Chi-Square test (;(2 ).

The findings were summarized below.

1. Election behavior with regard to using the right to vote, almost all the
respondents went for voting because they wanted highly qualified candidates to be
elected. Nearly all made a decision on whom to vote for before the election day,
however, some changed their minds after already making the decision. Most of them
would elect candidates who used to be Members of fhe Provincial Administrative
Organization Council and independent candidates.

2. The perscnal factors found to influence the people’'s election behavior were
age, occupation, education, income and hometown.

3. Relationship between the personal factors and the election behavior. |t was
found that age was significantly related to change in decision — making and in type of
candidates to be elected. Next occupation and education were significantly related to
change in decision-making. Besides, income was significantly related to change in
decision-making as well as type of candidates to be elected. Lastly, hometown was
significantly related to type of candidates to be elected.

4. Recommendations

Government organizations concerned should provide the people with
information on local government and politics.

Political candidates should adjust themselves to suit the current situation. They
should have vision on local development and the administrative ability and should be
recognized by people from all walks of life.

Eligible voters should participate more in politics by accessing to election news

from various media and should elect candidates on the basis of careful reasoning.
