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The four objectives of the study were as follows :

1. to compare the participants and the non-participants in the Khon Dee Sri
Suphan Youth Project in terms of their psychological traits and decent citizen behavior
to find out whether both groups are different in these aspects or not and why;

2. to find out the degree of different in decent citizen behavior of school
students with different psychological traits;

3. to reveal the degree of different in decent citizen behavior between the
participants and the non-participants.

4. to study how participation in the project, psychological traits before joining
the project and psychological traits based on the situation were related to their decent
citizen behavior.

The data were collected from 240 junior high school students (grade 11) from
two schools in Suphanburi Province that had participated in the Khon Dee Sri Suphan
Youth Project for at least 3 years and from another two schools that did not participate in
the project. The latter had similar characteristics to the former in terms of physical
environment, type, size and student background.

The data in this correlational comparative study were collected by using a
questionnaire, which included a measurement scale for different variables. The variables
were classified into 5 types : decent citizen behaviors, psychological traits before joining
the project, psychological traits based on the situation, and the bio-social or
background data of the students, i.e., sex, age, economic status of the family, and the

student's Grade Point Average (GPA). The statistics for data analysis were three-way
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Analysis of Variance, Multiple Regression Analysis, and Scheffe’. The sample students
were divided into subgroups based on their bio-social data in order to find out which
variables could predict their decent citizen behavior.

The findings were summarized below.

1. The school students participating in the Khon Dee Sri Suphan Youth Project
were found to have a more positive attitude toward decent citizen behavior in terms of
household and community cleaning behavior than their counterparts. However, both the
participants and the non-participants had a positive attitude toward anti-drug behavior.

2. The school students who had good mental health and high future-oriented
self-control were found to have more active anti-drug behavior. This was found in two
subgroups : a student group with a high GPA and a student group from a low-income
family. Of the two sub-groups, Scheffe’ showed that this was the case for only students
with a high GPA.

3. The overall psychological traits, combined with the psychological traits based
on the situation could predict in the whole group of sample decent citizen behavior in
terms of household and community cleaning at 20.3% correct.

The crucial predictors were future-oriented self-control and good mental
health. These predictors could be used for the students with a high GPA and the
students from a high-income family. Moreover, in a male students subgroup, The future-
oriented self-control could predict their decent citizen behavior at 31.3% correct. This
predictors, combined with the attitude toward decent citizen behavior, could also
predict their decent citizen behavior in terms of anti-drug at the 33.3% correct.

In fact, the overall psychological trait was a better predictor of decent citizen
behavior than the situation psychological trait variables for the whole group and the
three subgroup : female students, students with a low GPA and students from a low-
income family.

4. The overall psychological trait, coupled with the psychological traits based on
the situation variables could predict decent citizen behavior in terms of household and
community cleaning at the 24.6% correct in the subgroup of female students and that of
students from a high-income family. Both of them together made a more accurate

prediction at the 34.4% correct about anti-drug behavior than one of them apart in the
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whole sample group and in the subgroup of students with a high GPA and that of
students from a high-income family.
Recommendations

1. The results of the study revealed that participation in the Khon Dee Sri
Suphan Youth Project could create a good attitude toward decent citizen behavior.
However, the project must focus on more activities and practice.

2. The family and the school must cooperate in building decent citizen behavior
among youths. If both institutions play their proper roles, more of such behavior will
result.

3. School students’ future-oriented self-control should be developed so that the
students could predict problems and their future impacts, thus enabling them to control

their current actions.
