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The purpose of the study was twofold : 1) to measure the degree of
knowledge and understanding of community development workers about how to
drive Sufficiency Economy, and 2) to identify the factors related to their knowledge
and understanding about how to drive Sufficiency Economy.

The sample was composed of 175 community development workers
from seven provinces (25 from each) in the Lower South of Thailand, i.e., Trang,
Pattalung, Saton, Songkhla, Pattani, Yala and Narathiwat. A questionnaire was
employed to collect the data. Percentage, mean and standard deviation were
used to describe the data, and t-test and F-test to test the hypotheses.

The findings were summarized as follows :

1. The respondents received most in formation related to the
philosophy of Sufficiency Economyand some guideline to drive it from television
(i = 2.74) and obtained most academic support refated to it from different forums
(X = 2.68).

2. The respondents had a good knowledge and understanding about
how to drive Sufficiency Economy (iz 3.15). When individual dimensions were

considered, their knowledge and understanding about how to drive Sufficiency

Economy and the result of driving Sufficiency Economy was found to be of the
same level (i = 3.15).

3. The factor influencing their knowledge and understanding about
how to drive Sufficiency Economy at the 0.05 level was academic support related

to Sufficiency Economy.

Recommendations

1. All the parties concerned must join hands in driving Sufficiency
Economy as a primary strategy. They must educate people to live within their own
means. All families and communities should be encouraged to apply Sufficiency
Economy in their daily life and working life. Organizations should include
Sufficiency Economy in their corporate culture.

2. Those who drive Sufficiency Economy should understand and
accept the three - loops - and - two- conditions principle so as to be able 1o
measure the outcome of driving Sufficiency Economy

3. The mass media should develop appropriate forms of spreading
this philosophy and give examples of families and communities that have been
successful in applying it to their way of life

4. Those who drive Sufficiency Economy should continuously receive
training of techniques in driving the philosophy to each the ultimate goal of

equilibrium, thus being able to cope with changes in the age of globalization.
