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The purpose of this research was to examine school context and social factors
related to Philosophy Sufficiency Economy, moral and Thai values. The target group
consisted of 10 school directors and 30 teachers, teaching science learning substance,
Social studies, religion and culture and Career and technology in grade 4-6 from 10
schools, and 4-6 grade students from 10 schools, total of 811 students in primary school
level under The Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area 1, Khon Kaen Educational
Service Area 1 and 4.

Survey research, collecting qualitative data was employed in this study.
The research instruments were: 1) The recording form of general school context, 2) The
recording form of social and culture school context, 3) The school directors’ opinionnaire
toward the instruction related to sufficiency economy, moral and thai values, 4) The
teachers’ opinionnaire toward the instruction related to Sufficiency Economy, moral and
Thai values, 5) The learners’ opinionnaire toward the instruction to Sufficiency Economy,
moral and Thai values, and 6) The teachers’ interview form. The quantitative and
qualitative data were collected. Analytical description, interpretation and summarization was
employed to analyze data. The results revealed that:

1) For the study of school context, found that almost of schools offered teaching
from kindergarten level to lower secondary school level. They implemented academic work
following annual action plan for supporting and promoting the educational management
such as the project of academic performance exhibition, the development of
student-centered teaching and learning process. The instructional methods used,
particularly, in Science learning substance, Social studies, religion and culture and Career
and technology such as, the inquiry approach, group process, experimentation,

demonstration, and field trip. The widely used was lecture method. However, the
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instruction related to sufficiency economy, moral and thai values did not appear clearly in
the actual classroom instruction.

2) For the study of social and cultural school context, founded that the community
was agriculture. Almost of people were farmers and some were employees who were
difference background which depend on each school contexts. The location of their living,
each family, people lived together as relatives in a big family. Most of them are Buddhism.
They follow the Buddha’s teaching and also believe and worship the spirits and ghosts of
their village.

3) The contextual study of the instruction related to sufficiency economy, moral
and thai values, found that, there is no project of the instruction related to philosophy of
sufficiency economy, moral and thai values in the school action plan before. The teachers’
understanding concerning the instruction related to philosophy of Sufficiency Economy,
moral and Thai values didn’t complete and some of them have misconception about it.
In addition their instructions were followed the curriculum and the lesson plans and also
focus on lectures and rote learning. However, the instructional activities enhancing learner’s
knowledge construction and related to sufficiency economy, moral and thai values is not

clearly.
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
