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This study is aimed to 1) examine factors affecting students’ choice and decision to pursue their
undergraduate studies at Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Rajabhat University and Valaya Alongkom Rajabhat
University; investigate the students’ levels of opinions on the management of the organizations; compare the
students’ levels of the decision in relation to their personal factors and the factors affecting their choice and
decision to pursue their undergraduate studies; compare the students’ levels of opinions on the management in
relation to their personal factors and the factors affecting their choice and decision; and determine the relationship
between the students’ levels of opinions on the management and levels of their decision. The sample group of
800 students is drawn from Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Rajabhat University and Valaya Alongkom Rajabhat
University. The research tool is questionnaire survey. Statistics employed in data analysis are percentages,
means, standard deviations, t-test, F-test, and the Pearson correlation coefficient. Findings are as follows:

1. Most of the students have decided to pursue their graduate studies in general management.
They have chosen the universities due to convenience and the locations that are not far from home. Their
families have influence on the choice. Related information has been considered after the completion of their
high school education. The students have received related news from their friends and relatives. Fields of
studies have been chosen in line with their skills. Factors substantially considered include curricula,
expenses, locations, and educational support, as indicated by high means.

2. The students’ levels of opinions on the management are high regarding organization,
motivation, and quality assurance.

3. At a significance score of 0.05, the difference in the students’ age, curricula, parents’
income, housing, and place of birth relates to the difference in their levels of opinions on the management
in all aspects. Also, the difference in the students’ choice and decision to pursue their studies, people
influencing their decision, period of time related information is considered, and news received relates to
the difference in their levels of opinions on the management in all aspects.

4. At a significance score of 0.05, the difference in the students’ gender, age, curricula, parents’
income, housing, and place of birth relates to the difference in their levels of decision concemning expenses,
locations, and educational support. Also, the difference in the students’ choice of fields of studies, people
influencing their decision, choices of universities, period of time related information is considered, news
received, and choices of their fields of studies relates to the difference in levels of their decisions in all aspects.

5. At assignificance score of 0.01, the students’ levels of opinions on the management positively relate
to the levels of their decision to pursue their studies in all aspects at moderate to rather high levels.
