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This research aimed : 1) To study the participatory level of the group leaders in
constructing the Sub district Development Plan; 2) To compare the levels of participation for
the Sub district development planning between the type and the strength of the groups; and 3) To
study the problems and suggestions of the group leaders towards the participation in
constructing the development plan. The samples were 224 group leaders drawing by using simple
random sampling technique. Data were gathered by using questionnaires, and analyzed using
SPSS PC+. Descriptive statistics were used comprising means, percentages, frequencies, standard
deviations, t-test and F-test. One-way ANOVA and descriptive data analysis were also employed.

Findings are summarized as follows :

1. The group leaders participated in constructing the development plan at moderate level.

2. Differences in types of the groups affected differences in levels of participation at the
statistical significance level of .05. Differences in members of the groups and networks affected
differences in participation on constructing the development plan at the statistical significance

level of .05

3. More than 50 percent of problems occurred from all aspects. Suggestions were made
as follows :

The sub district organizations should realize the importance of public people in assigning
the requirements, beliveing in people’s opinions, and allowing people to join meetings. For
participation in constructing the development plan, they should listen to problems directly from
the people by arranging the importance of problems respectively. For participation in
implementing the plan, appropriate people should be appointed to inspect purchasing. For benefit

demonstration, it should cover all groups under the organizations.
