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The study aimed 1) to find out the level of aggressive behavior of teenages. 2) to point
out the factors related to the aggressive behavior of teenages. and 3) to make some
recommendations to solve the problems of teenages’ aggressive behavior.

The data were collected from 480 high school students in Muang District, Nakhorn
Srithammarat Province by using a questionnaires. Percentage, mean and standard deviation were
employed to describe the data and the hypotheses were tested by using Pearson’s Correlation.

The results were briefly stated as follows:

1) Most of the high school students in the study were female. They were 16 year of age
and were studying in Matthayomsuksa 4. The parent’s monthy income was not beyond 10.000
baht. The grade point average was 2.00-3.00. They had 1-5 close male friends and 1-5 close
female. They lived with their parents. The parents lived under the same roof. They spent some
time with their parents. Their parents graduated from a uni\'crsity. They were raised by reasoning
and a democratic method.

2) Asa whole, the high school students behaved aggressively at a low level.

3) The factors related to their aggressive behavior were friends (i.e., joining
entertainment activities and action for the public’s good) . family (i.c.. relationship within the

family) . mass media (i.c., type of television programs) and attitude toward violence.

Recommendations

1) The family should understand what children at each age range need and should bring
them up properly. The parents should promote appropriate activities for them and have them take
a rest as suitable to their age.

2) The school should design an appropriate environment for the students. should find
suitable activities for them, should not be too strict or too lenient in enforcing the regulations, and
should coordinate with the parents observe the students’ behavior both at school and at home. The
teacher must understand teenages and can give them advice on learning and self-adjustment. The
teacher should discipline them with reasoning and behave as a good model.

3) The mass media should disseminate knowledge. ethics and moral to the public. The
mass media must also be censored as that some improper bechavior will not be shown. They

should be responsible for child development.
