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The purpose of the study was twofold : 1) to measure the quality of life of
policemen working in the Three southern border province and 2) to find out the factors
affecting their quality of life. A questionnaire was employed to gather the data from
382 policemen in the three southern border provinces. The questionnaire was
composed of three parts. The first part concerned general background information
of the policemen. The second part measured their quality of life. The last part
dealt with their problems and suggestions about how to improve their quality of life.
Percentage, mean and standard deviation were employed o describe the data,

and t-test and F-test to test the hypotheses.

The findings were briefly stated as follows :

1. General background information. Almost all the policemen in the study
were male and were non-commissioned police officers they were single and had a
lower education than a Bachelor's degree. The number of working years was lower
than six years and they worked in the three southern border provinces for less than
six years, too. Their monthly salary was 10,001 — 15,000 baht. Most of them came
from other provinces and lived in the three southern border provinces for less than

six years.”
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2. Environmental factors. Most of the policemen in the study could not
speak Yavi. They had a moderate knowledge and understanding about local
culture,

3. The overall quality of life of the policemen working in the three southern
border provinces was moderate. When the individual components of the quality of
life were considered separately, all of them were found to be moderate. The best
was health, followed by family. The poorest quality of life was leading one's life and
intellectual.

4. The factors affecting their quality o; life were number of working years,
marital status, number of working years in the area, income, number of residential

years in the area, ability to use the local language (Yavi), and knowledge and

understanding about local culture, respectively.

For further research, the following were recommended.

1. The National Police Office should by an insurance policy for all
policemen so that they will get a compensation if they were injured or killed when
working in the area. Also more welfare should be provided to their families in case
the policemen were killed on duty.

2. If the violence has not been silted, further research on the quality of life
of the policemen in the three southern border provinces should concentrate on
their health, because they may be injured or disabled in a violent event. It should

also, focus on their problem of stress, and other mental problems.
