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The two objectives of the study were (1) to examine the liberal sexual behavior of
students at Yala Rajabhat University, and (2) to identify the factors influencing their
liberal sexual behavior. A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 368
students at Yala Rajabhat University, a public university. The descriptive statistics were
used to describe the data, and t-test, F-test and Cheffe’ were used to test the
hypothesis.

It was found that the sample had liberal sexual behavior. About 41.6 percent
had a boyfriend/girlfriend. The majority had one boyfriend/girlfriend. They had never
shown their love in public places. Some used to have sex. However, only a few had sex
with more than one boyfriend/girlfriend (5.7%). Also, only a few cohabited during the
study years (9.0%)., -

The finding also revealed that some of the samples used to have sex with those
they had never found in love before and did so to make money or for something in
return. Some of them had a swinging sexual intercourse, although the number was
small.

The factors related to the students' liberal sexual behavior most was attitude
toward sex, followed by seeing sexual movies, relationship between the father and the
mother, bringing-up method, spending free time unproductively, peer group, age, and

gender, respectively.
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The factors that had no relationship with their liberal sexual behavior was

relationship of the father and the mother and sexual knowledge.

Recommendations

The researcher made the following recommendations for those concerned to
solve the teenager problems. The family, the educational institution, the public sector
and the private sector should play the following roles.

1. Family The family should pay close attention to their children, making them
feel free to talk to the parents about all sorts of things, even sex or private matters. The
parents should advise their children correctly about sex, as it has been found that family
plays an important role in reducing improper sexual behavior. Earlier studies have
found that peers, access to entertainment places and other sextual stimuli, including
different media are all increasingly influential to improper sexual behavior. The parents,
therefore, must observe their own children and give them advice on what kind of friend
they should keep. The connect attitude and value about sex should be built under the
Thai culture. The parents should create a warm atmosphere in the family. They should
not neglect their children and must accept the natural physical and emotional change in
teenagers and help them behavior in a correct way.

2. Educational institution The educational institution should pay attention to the
media consumption of teenagers. It should teach students to be away from any sexual
media and encourage them to sApend free time productively. Activities should be held
for teenagers to spend time together fruitfully. Both home and school should held
activities together to create a good relationship between them and to help each other
teach and discipline teenagers.

3. Government agencies The government agencies should have a policy and
action plan to provide children or teenagers with a positive attitude toward appropriate
sexual behavior in Thai culture. Clear measures should be set to control mass media
dormitories and promotion of family and school/university in playing a role in looking

after youths under democracy in the community.
