Abstract

The main objectives of this research project are to assess the poverty problems of the
highland households and to evaluate the opportunity of the highlanders in accessing
financial organizations including impacts of financial organizations on highlanders’ livelihood,
poverty alleviation, and natural resource and environmental management. The study site is
in central and northern Mae Sa Watershed areas, based on the data collected from 178
household samples and in-depth interviews among village leaders, financial organization

committees, and government officials.

According to the poverty assessment under economic, social, and natural resource
and environmental dimensions, major poverty problems of Mae Sa households are lower
living standard relative to average living standard, insecurity in land tenure and rights, less
opportunity in production and marketing, lack of crucial properties, literacy problem,
inadequacy of farm training, health problem, shelter problems, drug problem, inadequacy of
drinking water and water used, some crime problems, soil erosion problem, and waste

management problems.

Regarding the opportunity of the highlanders in accessing financial organizations,
21.35% of farm households do not have any saving and 7.9% do not receive loans. The roles
of financial organizations on highland well being are to increase savings, provide sources of
on-farm working capital, improve welfare and public activities/benefits and build learning

process and unity strengthening among members.

Loans provided by the village financial organizations cannot solely alleviate poverty
problems due to limited loan amount. Thus, the government should initiate additional
poverty alleviation policies in terms of economic, social, and resource and environmental
dimensions at the same time. Additionally, these should include Village Fund strengthening.
The policies associated with non-agricultural economic development are crucial in improving
wellbeing of the relative poor in the long run.
