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Abstract

The objective of this research were (1) to compare between the problem-focused coping
style and the emotional-focused coping style of high school students who lived in violent situation of the
Three Southern Border Provinces; (2) to examine relationships between personal and family factors and
coping behaviors of high school students; and (3)to examine factors that influence coping behaviors of
high school students.

The research sample consisted of 193 high school students in the three Southern border
provinces. The employed research instrument was a questionnaire. Statistics employed for data analysis
were the frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, comparison of nominal scale means, Pearson
correlation coefficient, and step-wise multiple regression analysis.

Research findings showed that (1) both the overall and the by —aspect coping behaviors of
high school students were rated at the moderate level , with the rating mean of the problem-focused style
being significantly higher than that of emotional-focused style at the 0.01 level; (2) both personal factors
and family factors correlated significantly with coping behaviors of the students; the personal factors
correlated with coping behaviors were the following: self-perceptions, self-efficacy, problem solving
skills, and social skills; while the family factor that correlated with the coping behaviors was the loving
and supporting pattern of child rearing; and(3) the personal and family factors that could predict the
problem-focused coping behaviors of high school students were self-perceptions, social skills; and
(4) the factors that could predict the emotional-focused coping behaviors of high school students were
self-perceptions, social skills and self-efficacy; (5) the factors that could predict the overall coping

behaviors were self-perceptions and problem-solving skills
