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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study (1) the child abuse experiences
as committed by family members in the families of secondary school students in
Samu-tprakan province; (2) the methods for managing the problemsafter being abused
as employed by the abused students; and (3) the impacts on the students after being
abused.

The research sample consisted of 151 purposively selected secondary
school students who were abused by family members in Samut-Prakan province. The
employed research instrument was a questionnaire. Statistics employed for data
analysis were the frequency and percentage.

Research findings revealed that (1) members of the research sample were
abused in various ways including physical abuse, mental abuse, sexual abuse, and
being neglected; the majority of them were abused at the infrequent level with the
most prevalent abuse being the mental abuse, followed by the physical abuse; (2) the
majority of members in the research sample employed the post-abuse management
methods of keeping the secret of being abused or thinking of escaping from their
homes; the work agency that the abused students went to ask for help most often was
the police station; and method employed most often by the work agency for helping
the abused students was taking legal actions on the cases; and (3) the most prevalent
impact on the students after being abused was the mental impact including the
miserable feeling, sadness, anger, hatred, being depressed, and the thinking of
committing suicide; while other impacts were those on their school learning and on
their family.
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
