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Thesis title:  Leadership of School Administrators and the Organization Atmosphere with Human Resource
Development of Education Institutions Under Nong Khai Educational Service Area Offices
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Abstract

The objective of this research; 1) were to study the leadership of the school administrators under the Office of
Nong Khai Education Area; 2) the environment of the Education Institutes under the Office of Nong Khai Education
Area; 3) the personnel development of the Education Institutes under the Office of Nong Khai Education Area; and 4)
the relationship between the leadership of the school administrators and the environment of the Education Institutes with
personnel development of the education institute under the Office of Nong Khai Education Area

The population in this analysis consisted of 1,611 people; heads of the development activity, heads of study
group and teachers in the secondary schools under the Office of Nong Khai Education Area. A total of 523 samples were
derived by using Yamane method and simple random sampling. The instrument used was a questionnaire which
relativity of 0.825. The statistics used were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, correlation coefficient of
Pearson at the statistically significant level of 0.01 and multiple regression analysis.

The results were as follows; (1) the overall and each aspect of the leadership of the school administrators were
at the high level. The highest opinion was the characteristics of the leaders, follow by the skills of the leaders, the
behavior in giving guideline and support to the subordinates and the inspiration, respectively; (2) the overall
environment of the Education Institutes was at the high level which the highest aspect was the relationship, follow by
the standards, the support, the appreciation, the responsibility and the moderate aspect was the structure; (3) the overall
personnel development of the Education Institutes was at the high level which the highest aspect was the study visits,
follow by the extension study of personal development and workshop, seminars and the highest aspects was the
orientation and (4) the overall leadership had relationship with the personnel development of the Educational Institutes
with the statistical significance level of 0.01. The highest relationship was the characteristic of the leaders, follow by the
skills of the leaders, the motivation and the behavior for giving guideline and support to the subordinates, respectively.
While, the overall statistical of the environment of the Education Institutes had relationship with the personnel
development of that Education Institutes at significant level of 0.01. The highest relationship was the responsibility,
follow by the encouragement, the standard, the relationship, the appreciation and the structure, respectively. The
leadership of the characteristics of leaders and environment of the organization in term of the responsibility, the standard

and the structure could predict personnel development of the Education Institutes at the level of 12.40 percent.
