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The purposes of study the community’s learning process according to Sufﬁciency
Economy philosophy: A case study of Mai Rieng community, Chawang District, Nakhon Si
Thammarat Province are;

1. To study the community’s learning process and the problems in application of
Sufficiency Economy philosophy.

2. To study factors related to the community’s leamning process in application of
Sufficiency Economy philosophy.

Framework of the study comprises steps/methodologies, patterns as well as learning
activities that fit in the needs of the community and the participation in community’s activities,
community’s relationship to internal and external factors as well as other environmental factors.
Internal and external factors includc the stage of being self-reliance, having awareness of
cnough/sufficient, understand oneself and others. This study emphasizes on qualitative data by
using in-depth interview of four key informants and analyzed with descriptive explanation
method. The conclusions of the study are as follows;

1. The learning process of Mai Rieng community began with the coordination of
community’s leaders using simple “action research” process to find out conclusions that fit the
community’s environment as well as the idea of majority. The conclusions from “action research”
carried out at the beginning period are the basis for pushing into actions using Icadership status

and the aggregation process.
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2. The process of knowledge transfer process of the Mai Rieng community provides
opportunity to learn together, or improving the ability to analyze cause of problems, scarching
and making decision for a realistic and up-to-date plan or new alternative activities to solve the
problem. This is done by building in mind the self-reliance subconscious for problem solving.

3. The Mai Rieng community’s leaders applied the moving process that lcad to
multiplicity and social inter-related community building, consisting of cross supporting system
among the inside people and outsiders form networking communitics. Members of the
community jointly developed this self-reliance process in terms of value system, learning process
and social development management system, where all systems must be in correspondent. The
important part is that the system is made to be sustainable by having the periodically follow-up
process, leaming from the previous results then making conclusions for developing future actions
or adjustments to fit their goals. | -

4. Government’s policy and “the country development direction that aim at
modemization and consumerism causes trouble to the community, people lose confidentiality in
order to solve their own problems. The community’s leaders applied the know-how creating
process as a tool to develop and providing opportunity that fits to community’s environment. New
knowledge was applied to local existing know-how. The factors concerning the learning process
of Mai Rieng community rely on people, knowledge, resource and the rehabilitation of old
relationship among people living in the community. The development cycle should be moved
forward naturally in order to build confidentiality to solve their problems themselves. The
community’s organization and thc network are the center of learning using the community full
cycle economic development concept as the process to develop the economy leading to the real
Sufficiency Economy philosophy.

Recommendations:

l. The government should give real importance to the studying of Sufficiency
Economy and push it for country’s benefits. There should be the policy to establish Sufficiency
Economy center with the role of being the core institution for defining directions and processes to
move the philosophy into the same directions. Budgets should be allocated to support the
movement and the research in all level from individuals, organizations and networks who adopt

the philosophy and put into actions.
2. The Ministry of Education should promote and support the Sufficiency Economy

philosophy by having the private and statc-owned educational institutions who provide social
academic program locally develop parallel learning program in order to promote and support the

knowledge fit to the community’s needs.

3. Others community should study the success factors of Mai Rieng community before
applying the philosophy to fit their own environments. Local educational institutions could take

part as the knowledge transfer media to make the philosophy more widely spread.
