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The purpose of the study was twofold : (1) to examine the application of the philosophy
of sufficiency economy to daily living of customers of the Bank of Agriculture and Agricultural
Cooperatives (BAAC) , and ‘(2) to identify the factors influencing their application of
sufficiency economy .

The framework of the study included the ihdependent variables, 1.e., residential area, sex.
age, marital status, education, economic status, saving, debt, access to information about the
philosophy of sufficiency economy; and the dependent variable, namely, application of
sufficiency economy to daily life. The components of the dependent variable were awareness of
the content and substance of sufficiency economy, understanding of the philosophy, application
of the philosophy for one’s own benefit and application of the philosophy for the community
benefit.

The sample group consisted of 379 farmer customers of BAAC in Wichienburi District,
Petchaboon Province. A questionnaire was employed to collect the data. Percentage, mean and
standard deviation were used to describe the data, while t-test and F-test were used to test the
hypotheses. SPSS for windows was used in computerization.

The findings were summed up as follows :

1) Most of the respondents were males, were 51 years old or ere, and were marricd. The
majority completed primary school and eamed less than their spending; these they were in debt .

Most of there had less than 5,000 baht in their savings accounts, and their debts ranged between
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30,001 and 60,000 baht. They received information about sufficiency economy from television
most.

2) The majority were found to apply the philosophy of sufficiency economy to daily
living at a low level. When the individual dimensions were considered separately, the application
of the philosophy for the community’s benefit was found to be at a high level, while the other
three dimensions were found to be at a low level.

3) The factors significantly related to their application of the philosophy of sufficiency
economy were residential area, age, education, economic status, saving and access to information
about the philosophy of sufficiency economy. On the contrary, sex, marital status and debt were

found to have no relationship with their application of the philosophy to daily living .

Recommendations

1) BAAC and government agencies concerned should spread the knowledge of the
philosophy of sufficiency economy to farmers and the general public continuously so that they
will have insight in the content and substance of the philosophy.

2) BAAC and government agencies concerned should arrange projects and training on
different aspects of the philosophy of sufficiency economy for farmers and the general public to
attend so that they will be able to understand at clearly and can put it into practice

3) BAAC and government agencies concerned should hold actions that provide farmers
and the general public with on opportunity to be responsible for themselves. They should give
them assistance and support and make citations for there who follow the philosophy and praisc
then as good models for others. '

4) BAAC itself should put the philosophy of sufficiency economy into practice by
encouraging its employees to lead their lives in line with the philosophy so that they can be good

models for farmers and others.
