From the review of related literature about criminal justice administration, a total
of 133 reports was found. Nearly all the studies on criminal justice administration were made
by jurists. Especially, most law MA students’ these were of documentary research. Other research
dealt with general matter of criminal justice procedures. These studies surveyed people’s opinions
and attitudes, rather than inquired actual problems. That is, there was neither scientific inquiry to
establish a policy-program concerning juridicial administration, ‘nor follow-up study to
identify implementation problems, nor program evaluation to find out the effectiveness of the
program. Such investigations for decisions making are small in number, compared to others.
Therefore, there was still room for further research to extend the body of knowledge about
criminal justice administration.

The related literature here will, however, include only the problems of criminal
judicial procedures in the Thai context. And also, the social aspect, rather than the legal aspect,
will be presented as follows:

(1) Conceptual development of juridicial administration,

(2) Development of judicial procedures in Thailand,

(3) Constitution and civil right protection,

(4) Problems of criminal justice administration,

(5) Protection of the rights of victims in criminal cases,

(6) Environment impacts on criminal justice administration, and

(7) Recommendations for further research.
