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Abstract

According to the data of Thailand Immigration Bureau and Embassy of Japan in
Thailand, number of Japanese who came to do business in Thailand keeps increasing
every year. Thus, the demand of Japanese speaking personnel also getting higher.
However, not only the reason that there are a small number of graduate schools that
teach Japanese Studies in Thailand, but also most of the courses focus on Japanese
language and literature, a lack of qualified manpower to work at Japanese firm became

one of a problem in labour market.

In order to develop better curriculum in Japanese Studies, this research aims to
study the expectation of both the students and the entrepreneurs towards the
qualification of Thais graduates in Japanese Studies and also the expectation towards
Japanese Studies curriculum. The subjects of this study included 123 Thai graduates in
Japanese Studies and 53 Japanese entrepreneurs who experience working with

Japanese speaking Thai staffs.

The finding about the employment of Japanese speaking Thai staffs is that the
demand is still high but several firms find it is difficult to recruit qualified personnel.
One of the reason should relate to the gap between the expectation of the students
and the entrepreneurs towards the qualification of Thais graduates in Japanese Studies,
i.e., most students expect the proficiency in Japanese language as the most important
ability required, one the other hand, entrepreneurs expects those who has powers of
comprehension, good judgement and ablility to use Japanese in Business while
considering language ability as one of foundamental factor needed. Moreover, the
research found that both students and entrepreneurs want the curriculum to be more

practical and applicable to their career.
