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The purposes of this research were to study the levels of the administrative behaviors and
the community practices of school administrators and to investigate the relationship between the
levels of the administrative behaviors and the community practices of school administrators under
the Phranakhon Si AyuttShaya Educational Service Area 1 and 2 Offices. The sample group
consisted of 202 school administrators. The instruments used for the data collection were

questionnaires. The statistical analysis was performed by mean, standard deviation and Pearson’s

Coefficient Correlation.

The findings were as follows:

1. the administrators thought that the levels of administrative behaviors of school
administrators were at a high level in 4 aspects as follows: motivation, leadership, decision
making and communication.

2. The administrators thought that the levels of the community practices of school
administrators were at a high level in 5 aspects as follows: public relations, educational work,
resources gathering for education, public services, educational support, promotion and
coordination of the community, and academic supports for the community.

3. the levels of the administrative behaviors and the community practices of school

administrators were related at a significant level of .05. The relation was at a high level (r=.645).
