The purpose of the research was to investigate the needs to develop a suitable and
feasible to improve a qualified internal quality assurance in the early childhood level of the
schools under the Office of Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Educational Area 1 and 2. The samples of
this research were divided into 4 groups : 1) 20 respondents, including the administrators of the
Office of Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Educational Area, school administrators, school committee,
and teachers, 2) 9 educational scholars, 3)17 educational experts, and 4) 212 school
administrators.  Pre-constructed forms of interview and questionnaires were used in data
collection. Statistical analysis was performed by frequency, percentage, median, inter-quartile,
arithmetic mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The findings indicated that a suitable and feasible guideline to improve a qualified
internal quality assurance in the early childhood level of the schools under the Office of
Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Educational Area 1 and 2 consisted of 7 steps within 33 items. They
included; 1) preparation — 4 items, 2) planning — 9 items, 3) operation — 5 items, 4) evaluation —
5 items, 5) improvement — 4 items, 6) annual report — 3 items, and 7) quality assurance system

maintenance — 3 items.
