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This thesis is about the factors that affect the change of public
debt level of Thailand from 1983 to 2002. The purposes of the research are

1) To study about the change of public debt level of Thailand.

2) To study the factors affecting the change of public debt
level of Thailand.
3) To creat a model that can explain the change of public

debt level of Thailand that can be used for future research about factors
affecting the change of public debt level of Thailand

This research uses the annual secondary data which is the
time series data (and the analysed unit is national data) by using
the data analysis from computer that is Statistic Package for the Social

Science : SPSS for Windows Version 10. The statistics employed in the
research is the Multiple Regression Analysis.

This research finds that the factors affecting the change of public
debt level of Thailand are gross domestic products and gross domestic
saving. These two factors are negatively related to the change of public
debt level of Thailand. Deficit budget, foreign exchange and state
enterprise  investment are  positively  related to the change of
public debt level of Thailand. Inflation rate is mnot related to
the change of public debt level of Thailand. For the public
debt the government should consider the advantages and disadvantages
of creating public debt. The Government should increase domestic
savings and should implement the privatization policy by providing
appropriate model for each case. The  state enterprises  should
increase the efficiency of their administration in order to  decrease
operation  cost. The government should seek additional revenue,
especially the revenue from tax and increase the efficiency tax
collection. Tax charged should fair for every parties and new
taxes such as asset tax, properties tax and land tax, etc,

should be introduced to increase the revenue and decrease the
budget deficit.
