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The research aimed to study the application of the Islamic principles in the
society in Tambon Jabangtikor, Muang District, Pattani Province and to make a
comparison of the application of the Islamic principles among Mulslim people classified
by sex, age, education, marital status, social status, and occupation.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from Mulslim people in

Tambon Jabangtikor, Muang District, Pattani Province.

The findings were briefly stated as follows :

The Mulslim people in the study applied the Islamic principles to their lives at a
high level. They applied them to education most, followed by economy, politics, and
society, respectively.

When the hypotheses were tested, the factors significantly influencing the
application of the Islamic principles in the society were education and occupation. That
is, those with higher education did so more than those with lower education. This was in
accordance with the Al-kura-an principle that “one who knows is not equal to one who
doesn't” Also, those in a better occupation did no more than those in general
occu_pation. This was because the former had more support factors that helped
increase the understanding of the Islamic principles. For example, they could have
more concentration, which could make them strictly follow the teachings, as said in the

Al-kura-an that thinking of Al-lah would make your mind peaceful.

in contrast, the factors that had no impact on their application of the Islamic

principles in the society were sex, age, marital status, and social status.

Recommendations

The following were recommended.

Society

The community leaders should create unity among the people, They must not be
envious of others or hostile to them they should feel like members of the same family.
When there is no justice, that must be stopped. Promises must be kept so that all will

live together happily.

Economy

The community leaders should coordinate with the public sector to train the
people on different occupations so that each community will be self — sufficient and can
help each other. They should not adore materialism. Those who are stringy and lead a
luxurious life should be blamed. This will be in harmony with the self-sufficiency

economy.

Politics

The community leaders should inform the people that everyone has the rights
under democracy. Democratic power does not belong to the rulers but they are
representatives of god and can be inspected for their transparency. It is essential to

elect rulers who have moral according to the principles of Al-kura-an.

Education
The community should cooperate with the should in using the local curriculum —

both occupation and religion — so that the community can be self — sufficient and all its

member will have moral.
