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The objectives of the study

1. to find out monk teachers’ opinion on the appropriateness of the inputs, i.e.,
the personnel, the budget, and material and equipment;

2. to seek their opinion on the project implementation ;

3. to reveal the satisfaction of those working in the project with monk teachers’
performance;

4. to examine the satisfaction of the pupils and the students with the project ;

5. to ascertain the knowledge and understanding of the students about the
social responsibility in Buddhist principles.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 54 moral - teaching
monk teachers, 90 schoo! administrators and general teachers coaching teacher and
380 pupils and students. Percentage, mean (}), and standard deviation were used to

describe the data.

The findings were summed up below.

Most of the monk teachers in the study were 26-35 years of age, and were in
monkhood for 15 years or more. They had a Bachelor's degree. They completed
Nakdharm-ek (a Buddhist diploma) and half of them had no Pariendharmprayoke (a

degree in Buddhism). The number of female school administrators and coaching
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teacher and that of male ones were equal. Most of the personnel were general teachers
coaching teacher and were 46 years old or more. The majority of the pupils and
students were female and were 11 - 13 years old and they were studying in
Prathomsuksa 4 - 6.

Overall, the monk teachers considered the inputs moderately appropriate.

Also, they éonsidered the project implementation moderately satisfactory.

The project personnel were very satisfied with the project (—X— =2.71). The pupils
and students were also very satisfied with the project (Y=2.54). They had a good
knowledge and understanding of social responsibility in accordance with Buddhist
principles (Y=0.67). However, they still do not have a deep knowledge of the
responsibility of children for their parents, importance of teachers, the moral concerning
the shamefulness of sins in accordance to Buddhism.

The problems in implementing the project were inadequate budget, lack of
teaching aids, material and equipment, poor coordination between monk teachers and
the school, monk teachers’ teaching psychology and skills, some students still being

illiterate, and inappropriateness of the time and the teaching content.

Recommendations

- More budget should be allocated to the project for purchasing teaching aids,
materials and equipment and for remuneration.

- The number of monk teachers should be increased to meet the needs of each
school.

- There should be regular meetings among the authority responsible for the
project, the school administrators, coaching teacher and monk teachers.

- The project should be implemented continuously.
