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The purpose of the study was twofold (1) to analyze the application of the concept of
Sufficiency Economy by the Mab Aung Natural Agriculture Center and 2) to evaluate the results of

the application of this concept.

The findings were summarized below.
4

A. Application of the copcept of Sufficiency Economy in the course entitled “Natural
Agriculture Development to the Sufficiency Economy” The following were found:

1) Contents and activities of the course. The contents and activities were in harmony with
the components of the concept of Sufficiency Economy, which are organic forming-driving activity,
physical/mental/intellectual development, demonstration plot field practice, practice and production
of bio-organic fertilizer, charcoal producing people activity, Thai local wisdom and self-reliance,
liquid soup /shampoo producing people activity, thinking activity, conclusion/review/
presentation activity and strategic planning activity.

2) The contents and activities were in harmony with the conditions of the concept of
Sufficiency Economy. Which are careful application o knowledge and having moral. The activities
are the lectures on “Principle, philosophy and concept of Sufficiency of Economy; “ Principle natural

agriculture; “Sufficiency Economy of front-line people’ observation tour to the learning center for
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Sufficiency Economy; demonstration plot field practice; charcoal-producing activity; and self-
reliance before and after meals activity.

3) The contents and activities that were in harmony with the strategic application were
lectures on “Principle, philosophy and concept of Sufficiency Economy”, “Principle of natural
agriculture”, “Sufficiency Economy of front-line people’; Sufficiency Economy-driving activity;
physical/mental/intellectual development activity; observation to learning center for Sufficiency
Economy; demonstration plot field practice, practice and production of bio-organic fertilizer;
charcoal-producing people activity; Thai local wisdom and self-reliance; liquid soap/shampoo
producing activity; thinking activity; life in soil activity; conclusion, review and presentation

activity, strategic planning activity ; self-reliance before and after meals activity.

B. Evaluation of the Mab Aung Natural Agriculture Center

The following were found.

1. Course Most of the trainees considered the course and the length of time very appropriate
and served to be offered again. .

2. Contents Most of the trainees thought that the contents were useful and meet their needs
wvery much. They gained a lot of knowledge from the center. However, the training material was
still too little.

3. Trainers Most of the trainees considered the trainers were expert in transferring
knowledge, using interesting training techniques and making them participate in several activities.

4. Operational process. Most of the trainees thought that the coordination and work division
of the course staff were st;ll poor. There were not enough staff members to serve interested trainees.

S. Venue Most of the trainees thought that the venue, food and accommodation were

appropriate but there were not enough toilets.
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Operational implications

1. The center should request a budget from the government to spread the concept of
Sufficiency Economy to all the regions in Thailand in order to get support and a good attitude from
the government in allocating money to the Mab Aung Natural Agriculture Center.

2. The center should improve its courses and contents on the Sufficiency Economy to meet
the trainees’ needs so that they can apply the concept to their daily life appropriately.

3. The center should follow u the trainees who completed the course to find out whether they
can successfully apply the concept and to get the feedback to improve the course and its contents.

4. The center should prepare enough material suitable for the contents and the activities so
that the trainees can use it as a manual to apply the concept by themselves.

5. The center should manage its human resource to meet the missions and objectives of the
organization.

6. The center should improve its venue and develop drinking and consumption water or have |

a place to store water for use to adequately accommodate the trainees in each course.
&

Policy implications

1. The government should allocate a budget for the Mab Aung Natural Agriculture Center.

2. The government should publicize the activities of the center and other organizational
networks that use the concept of Sufficiency Economy to build a learning network.

3. The government should use the concept of Sufficiency Economy to set up a policy for
national administration and development so that the country can develop sustainable under

globalization.
