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The two purposes of the study were : firstly, to examine the temple administration in the
future in terms of (1) admission (2) administration (3) education and (4) Spread of Buddhism, and
secondly, to identify the problems and limitations in temple administration in the future. The sample
group consisted of 24 experts and people with much experience in Buddhism, that is, monks and
qualified people. Delphi technique was used to cgllect the data by asking the samples to express their
opinions on how to administer temples in the future. Then the data were analyzed and conclusions

were drawn.

The findings were summed up below.

Admission There should be clearly stated criteria and qualifications requirements for
admitting a person to be ordained, to be a temple boy (pupil/student/that lives in the monastery. A
person to be admitted should show the I.D. and house regiéh‘ation copy.

Administration The temple committee most set rules and regulations. There should be
meetings to set plan and implement it carefully and properly.

Education Educational planning should be in harmony with the national educational
management. Both worldly and Dharma knowledge should be taught to keep up with globalization.

The Dharma leaming by both monks and ordinary people should focus on following the Buddhist
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principles continuously in their daily life. Both monks and Buddhists must lead their lives carefully

and hold on to the principle of self-reliance.

Spread of Buddhism At present many men who have been ordained do not study Buddhism
seriously, nor do they spread Buddhism to the public. Also, ordinary people do not treat monks in the
right way. Therefore, many problems have emerged in the society and in the Buddhist circle. For
example, people have no time faith in Buddhism. The characteristics target groups to teach
Buddhism should be studied so that they will be taught with a method and techniques that suit them.
The temple and the people must assist each other to sustain Buddhism. The qualifications of the
monks are important because they can make people have faith in_thc Buddhism spreading activity.
The monk teachers must know how to keep people’s attention. Teaching aids, contents and teaching
methods must be contemporary and the teaching activity must be held continually. Enough money,
time, personnel and teaching aids should be available. Apart from teaching Dharma to the public, the
temple should prepare things to be used in different activities ready for the people to use when they
come to the temple. This will create a good relationship between the temple and the people and can

attract them to it. Then, monks can teach them Dharma.

Recommendations

1. Admission The history of a person to be admitted to the templé should be checked. After
admission, that person must be registered and his record and evidence as well as photos must be kept.
Also, an admission manual should be written so that all districts and provinces will have the same
practice.

2. Administration A SWOT analysis should be made and the results should be used to set a
plan. The temple committee should follow the schedule in the plan. Also, follow-up and evaluation,
and inspection should be made to identify the problems, their causes and remedies.

3. Education Monks and novices should be taught both worldly knowledge and Dharma.

Innovations should be provided to keep pace with globalization. Scholarship should be sought from

benefactors or organizations that offer fellowships. This must not cause dissatisfaction to the general
public. In addition, a manual concerning practices should be prepared to be used as a guideline.

4. Spread of Buddhism A seminar or training course should be held for the monk teachers
who spread Buddhism so that they will learn modern teaching techniques that ‘can “be effectively used

with the changing society.
