The purpose of this research is to study the ancient Kingdom of Haripunjaya based
on archaeological evidences and to examine the correctness of literary evidences.

The result indicated that the ancient Kingdom of Haripunjaya underwent three stages
of habitation in the 8"-9" Century A.D., and the 10"-11" Century AD., and the 12"-14"
Century A.D. before its decline.

The early stage of the Haripunjaya Culture was likely to have been influenced by
various cultures, including the Dvaravati culture, the Pyu-Pagan culture, and Khmer culture.
The Haripunjaya culture later developed its own unique characteristics and greatly prospered.

Accounts on the birth and the development of the ancient Kingdom of Haripunjaya as
appeared on stone inscriptions and in chronicles bear some connections to archaeological

evidences, but the literary evidences cannot be studied alone without employing other
evidences.

The Haripunjaya Art and architecture showcased influences from other cultures which
can be divided into 4 groups including the Pala-Pagan culture, the Dvaravati culture and the

Burmese art (Pagan period), the Pyu-Pagan culture and the Lanka religious architectural
style.
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
