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SIWAPHONG THONGJUA : THE ROLES AND WORKS OF URBAN DESIGN
PROFESSION IN THAILAND. THESIS ADVISOR : ASSOC. PROF. RUJIROJA

The primary purpose of this study was aimed to examine the role and function of
urban designers in Thailand, and to explore nature of professional practices in urban design.
The result are expected to be useful guidelines for concerned institutes; government and
private educational institute and related professional associations for further improvement on
professional and strategic planning in urban design. Methodologically, data was derived from
literature review, survey, questionnaires, and interview method. The results have shown that

1. Most respondents were male, aged between 26-30 years old, graduating the
Master Degree in Urban Design, Silapakorn University. Majorities are now architectures and
have working for government agencies.

2. In respect of professional practices, most respondents have experienced
urban/regional design such as community rehabilitation project, and infrastructural design
such as public space and pedestrian traffic system. Regarding to performance procedures,
most respondents are responsible for performing analysis of project location while data
collection involved field survey and documentation.

3. Most respondents were of the opinion toward competency. Majority has been
exposed of the opportunity to exercise the creative thinking onto work and applied knowledge
learnt to realistic work, including having engaged in planning, preparation and problems-
solving process.

4. Some problems were identified. People have fallen short of comprehensive
understanding and still have not recognized the magnitude of the urban design. The
problems and obstacles relevant to profession identified included the professional uncertainty,
for examples, professional license, performance procedure standard, professional fees,

theory and technical syllabus.
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
