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The objectives of this research are 1.to study the family conditions and the living
condition of the welfare homes ; 2. to study the desirable family type percrived by the
children.The research is a qualitative one, employing the in-depth interview technique for
data collection. In this respeat, 28 Key-informants were interviewed in-depth. In addition,
relevant documents and observation were also used for supplementary data collection. Data

analysis is done with logical context description and descriptive statistics.

Results of the study can be summarized as follows :

1. The problematic conditions of the children’s family indicated that parents were
not well-prepared to have children ; there problems are divorce, mother or father have new
partners, sexual abuses, father or mother being imprisonment or drug addicted, both parents
being dead and the family being so poor.

Living condition in the welfare home in general is good.

2. As for the desirable family types expressed by the children are the type that both
parents are living together in intimate atmosphere ; every member of the family love and

care for each other ; reasons should be used above emotion and no violent action ever
taken.

The researcher recomments that there should be measures preventing children being
left unattended ; campaigning to train children and youth to be more responsibie persons,

among others.
