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The study was conducted for the following objectives : 1) to find out the people’s
participation in development the Wang river, and 2) to point out the factors influencing
their participation.

The data were collected from 240 households heads who were affected by
flooding from the Wang river, Wang Nue District, Lampang Province. Percentage,
mean, and standard deviation were used to describe the data, and t-test and F-test to

test the hypotheses.

The findings were summed up as follows :

1. The male household heads outnumbered the female ones. They were 31 - 50
years old. Most completed elementary school, followed by those who completed
secondary school. They possessed land near the Wang river. Nearly half were engaged
in agriculture and general employment. Most had an income of 3,001-6,000 baht.

2. The people participated in developing the Wang river at a moderate level.
They participated most in implementing the project, followed by evaluation, identification

of problems and causes, and decision — making, respectively.
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3. The factors affecting the people's participation in developing the Wang river
was occupation. Those who are engaged in general employment participated in the
project more than farmers, government officials and small traders. Those who joined the
temple’s activities participated more than those who did not. Those who attended a
training course on water source development participated more than those who did not.
Those who received information about water source development participated more
than those who did not. Those who were more aware of the Wang river participated

more than those who were less aware of it.

Recommendations

1. The government and the local administrative organizations should launched a
campaign to make the people realize the importance of the water source problem so
that they will participate in water source development.

2. The activities related to the Wang river should continuously receive support
from the government and the local administrative organization so that he people will see
the value of the river.

3. The local administrative organizations should launch a campaign to urge the
people to participate in solving the Wang river problem. It should also set up
development projects, such as the weed — removing project, the canal / river digging

project and the flood prevention project.
