 The purposes of this research were to study 1) the administrative skills of school administrators in Suphanburi 

Educational Service Area Office 2, 2) the Standards of Educational Administration and Management of schools in 

Suphanburi Educational Service Area Office 2, and 3) the relationship between administrative skills and the Standard of 

Educational Administration and Management of the schools in Suphanburi Educational Service Area Office 2. The 

sample was 132 schools in Suphanburi Educational Service Area Office 2. The 3 respondents from each school were 

school administrators, teachers, and school board committees; with the total number of 396.  The research instrument 

was a questionnaire regarding 3 administrative skills, based on the concept of Katz; and the Standards of Educational 

Administration and Management based on ONESQA. The statistics were frequency, percentage, mean, standard 

deviation, and Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient.  

 The results were as follow:  

1.The administrative skills of school administrators in Suphanburi Educational Service Area Office 2, as a  

whole and as an individual, was found at the high level; ranking from the highest to the lowest as follow: human skills, 

technical skills, and conceptual skills. 

 2.The Standards of Educational Administration and Management of the schools in Suphanburi Educational Service 

Area Office 2, as a whole and as an individual, was found at the high level; ranking from the highest to the lowest as follow: 

Standard 13:educational institutions should have educational administration and management with school-based indicators; 

Standard 12:educational institutions should have organizational and structural arrangement, administrative systems and 

organizational development that are holistic and systematic; Standard 14:educational institutions should have learner-centered 

curricular and learning process; Standard 11:administrators should have virtues, morality, leadership and competence in educational 

administration and management; Standard 15:educational institutions should have diverse activities to promote learners’ qualities; 

Standard 16:educational institutions should have environmental arrangements and services that promote learners to naturally 

develop to the best of their potentiality.  

 3.The relationship between the administrative skills and the Standards of Educational Administration and 

Management was found at 0.01 level of significance.                                                                                                                                            
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
