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The purpose of the study was twofold : (1) to find out the level of students’ participation
in extracurriculum activities and (2) to identify the factors affecting their participation.

The data were collected from 188 freshmen in the Faculty of Education, the Faculty of
Science, Sports and Health and the Faculty of Liberal Arts. T-test and F-test were used to test
the hfpotheses. The findings were summed up below.

1. Overall, the students were found to participate in extracurriculum activities at a
moderate level. When the individual aspects were considered separately, the students were found
to participate in each aspect at a moderate level too. These aspects were library use, academic
affairs, art and culture, recreation, sports and doing good to the public.

2. It was f;)und that sex, age, religion, education, GPA, expense, experience in
participation in extracurriculum activities, knowledge and understanding including seeing the
importance of participation were not significantly related to the participation level However, it
was noted that Muslim students tended to participate in extracurriculum activities more than
Buddhist ones.

’ 3. Since the mission of the Physical Education Institute was to train students on sports
and to give advice in different activities, especially student extracurriculum activities, the institute
should pay close attention to these activities, encourage the students to participate in them and
coordinate in carrying out such activities properly. The student organization adviser should train
the students to write project‘ proposal and to set up a plan for extracurriculum activities, especially

during good to the public, sports, recreation, and art and culture.
