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The two objectives of the study were (1) to examine the university students’ attitude
toward beautification, and (2) to identify the factors influencing their attitude toward it.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 3C0 students at Thammasat
University, Bang}cok University and Suan Dusit Rajabhat University (100 students from each
university). The statistics for data analysis were'frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t-test and F-test.

The findings were summed up below.

1. Most of the students in the study were female and studied in the Faculty of Arts or
Liberal Arts. The average allowance was 4,501-6,000 baht. The major source of allowance was
their father-mother/parent. They spent averagely not rﬁore than 500 baht per month on
beautification. Also, most of them stayed at private dormitories.

2. The students were found to have a moderately positive attitude toward beautification.

3. When the hypothesis were tested, the factors found to be significantly related to their
attitude toward beautification were gender, educational institute, knowledge and understanding of
beautification, opinion on influence of media, peer influence, teenager value, self-confidence,
sexual appeal and acceptance of beautification behavior, respectively. On the contary, field of
study, allowance and residence had no influence over their attitude toward beautification.

It was recommended that the students should have a correct knowledge and understanding of
how to choose cosmetic products and beauty salon services. They should primarily take safety
into consideration and focus on beautification for good health and personality rather than on

sexual attraction to make money.
