The research objectives were (1) to study knowledge on the Road Accident Victim
Protection Act (2535 B.E.) of motorcycle taxi riders in Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya District,
Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Province, and (2) to compare perception level on the Road Accident
Victim Protection Act (2535 B.E.) among motorcycle taxi riders in Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya
District, Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Province with different status. The respondents of this study
were 312 motorcycle taxi riders in Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya District selected by stratified
random sampling method. Pre-constructed questionnaires were used in data collecting that took
place from October to November 2004 while percentage, mean, standard deviation, one-way
ANOVA, and t-test were used in data analysis.

The research findings indicated that :

1. The motorcycle taxi riders’ knowledge on the Road Accident Victims Protection Act
was at a high level in 5 aspects namely damage assurance, compensation, the compensation fund
for road accident victims, penalties, and experiences in using right for compensation.

2. The level of knowledge on the Road Accident Victim Protection Act was found
differences at the statistically significant level of 0.05 among the motorcycle taxi riders in
different ages, groups and with different working experiences while it was found indifferences at
the statistically significant level of 0.05 when educational background and experiences in using

right for compensation were focused.
