This research aims to 1) study the perceptions of the school committees towards
participation in municipal school management under the Educational Region 6, and 2) compare
the perceptions of the school committees towards participation in municipal school management.
The sample group included parent representatives, teacher representatives, community
organization representatives, local administrative organization representatives, alumni
representatives, which each group of representatives composed of 36 people, along with 72
experts and 18 school administrators, totalling 270 subjects. The research instrument took the
form of questionnaire survey on perceptions towards participation in 6 aspects : academic affairs,
personnel, general affairs, treasury, supplies, student affairs, place maintenance, and school and
community relations. Statistical methods used in data analysis were mean, percentage, standard
deviation, and analysis of variance.

Findings indicated that 1) the school committees under the Educational Region 6 had the
perceptions towards participation in municipal school management at a high level, and 2) the
school committees with different statuses had different perceptions towards participation in

municipal school management at the statistical significance score of 0.05.
