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The purposes of this research were to study the relationship between parental involvement
and learning outcomes in Thai and Mathematics of grade 1 students of Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya
Kindergarten School. The learning outcomes of each subject comprised of 3 components:
achievement, desired characteristics, and ability in reading, analytical thinking and
communicative writing. The model of pﬁrental involvement of Joyce Epstein was used as a
conceptual framework which comprised of 6 types of involvement : parenting, communicating,
volunteering, learning at home, decision-making, and collaborating with the community. The
sample group was 166 parents of grade 1 students selected by simple random sampling technique.
Research instruments to measure the value of the 6 independent variables were rating scales
constructed by the researcher herself. Each component of learning outcomes in Thai and
mathematics were assessed by tests, and observational forms constructed by school teachers. The
scores on dependent variables were collected. The analysis of canonical correlation was used in
data analysis.

The research findings revealed that

1. there was only one facet of the relationship between parental involvement and
learning outcomes in Thai. That is parental involvement in collaborating with the community had
a negative relationship with achievement component in Thai. The other types of parental
involvement do not have any relationship with learning outcomes in Thai;

2. there was only one facet of the relationship between parental involvement and
learning outcomes in mathematics. That is parental involvement in volunteering had a positive
relationship with the achievement and desired characteristics components in Mathematics. The

other types of parental involvement do not have any relationship with learning outcomes in

mathematics.
