The aim of this research is to study the measurement of alcohol control including
problems and obstacles of law enforcement and to get suggestions, ways of solutions of law
enforcement for the Alcoholic Beverage Control Act B.E. 2551 in the Amphermuang Chiang
Mai. It is qualitative research and data were collected from three main sources: secondary data,
in-depth interviews and structured questionnaires. Data were directly collected from law
reinforcement officers, representatives of public sectors, non-government organizations,
students, merchants and entertainment. The documents were analyzed to identify and summarize
the key elements of Alcoholic Beverage Control Act B.E. 2551 and the data from the
questionnaires were analyzed for descriptive statistics : percentage, and the in-depth interviews
were used for descriptive analysis.

Findings indicated that there were key Alcohol control measures involving in Alcoholic
Beverage Control Act of 2551. They include complied measurement, the non complied
measurement. In terms of complied measurement producers or importers of Alcohol were
required to have warning labels and packaging for alcoholic beverages. In terms of the non
complied measurement, four qualities include strictly prohibited and not strictly prohibited were
regulated. There is provision of food (drink) and a measure of advertisement. The problems of
measurement enforcement include: 1) law enforcement and its discontinuity; 2) lack of guideline
or manual for conducting cases; 3) there is poor coordinating and following up from offices; 4)
understanding and interpretation of law. It was found that the article 32 was interpreted
differently by officers and often does not meet the requirement of the law; 5) there is a lack of
intensive for offices to curb bribery; and 6) Wrong attitudes and values toward alcohol drinking
habits which associated with the Thai tradition and cultural practices. Factors that facilitate
drinking habits include friends, easy to access buying alcohol and advertisement which create
values among new drinking alcohol, particularly youth.

Suggested changes includes 1) officers must adhere to the Rule of Law over their
personal relations and should set up a committee to specifically deal with law enforcement in
provincial level 2) in conducting cases, there should be more trainings for relevant officers and
the Department of Alcohol Beverage Control should create a practical guide on the law to

reinforce knowledge in this field 3) the coordination between different agencies should adjust

their ways in working together by evaluating work performance, exchanging of information and
gathering all information related to the practice 4) the problem of understanding and interpreting
the advertising law under section 32 should be resolved. by firstly, the practitioners must
correctly interpret the law based on the Civil Law not based on the interpretation from focusing
on text-only and should also consider the intention of the law, secondly the law enforcement of
Alcohol Beverage Control Act B.E. 2551 under section 32 first sentence, should be revised 5) in
assessing cases and taking measures in bribery, consideration should be made in using some of
the bribe money as a reward for arresting or a fund for supporting different operations as well as
given head money and rewards for notifying direction to catch 6) Problem related to the attitudes
toward alcohol drinking should be solved by organizing a new social reform, which should start
from self awareness and later extend to friends, families, temples, schools, universities, and
communities. Government should encourage every households, local communities and temples
to join in with the local authorities and together create a society that provides alcohol

consumption free surrounding or to the least amount as possible.
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
