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The objectives of this study were to investigate factors that affected students’ grade
classification and to study the association between the students’ grades and their

learning behaviour, instructors, university surroundings and family.

The population was 4,810 undergraduate students in all faculties in Payap University
who were enrolled in the second semester of the academic year 2009. The sample was
1,050 students chosen using purposive sampling. The instrument used to collect the
data was a questionnaire. The questionnaires were all returned, but only 85.24% were
completed and used in data analysis. The data was analyzed with descriptive and
deductive analytical statistics. Discriminated analysis was applied in order to find
factors that could be used to predict students’ classification correctly. Chi — Square test

was used in variable association analysis.

Most of the sample (66.3%) was moderate students and the others (32.38%) were
divided equally between low-level and high-level students. Chi — Square test used in
variable associated analysis revealed that the significance of the factors association
was 0.05. The factors mentioned were learning aids preparation, concentration, paying
attention to the lecture and taking notes, asking immediate questions in class, lesson
revision after class, doing assignments, self-study, planning to study for each exam
ahead of time, getting advice from the instructor about the subject learnt, being guided
by the advisor about personal problems, the instructor’s ability to provide good
instruction, the instructor’s teaching preparation, techniques and ability to answer or
explain the unclear points, clean and tidy classrooms in the university, and supportive

and warm parents. Discriminated analysis showed that there were 6 variables that

could classify the students. All the variables were the students’ behavioral factors
which were paying attention to the instructor and taking notes, lesson revision after
class, planning to study for each exam ahead of time, concentration in class, asking

immediate questions in class, and self-study.with 82.1 percent of correct classified.
