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This study, “The Study of Knowledge and Opinion of Radio Broadcasters in
Chiang Mai to the Organizations for Wave Frequencies Allocation and Supervision of.
Radio  Broadcasting Bu-siness, Television  Broadcasting  Business  and
Telecommunication Broadcasting Business Act B.E. 2543 (A.D. 2000)", is aimed at
studying of knowledge and examining the opinions of Chiang Mai radio broadcasters
towards Wave Frequencies Allocation and Supervision of Radio Broadcasting Business,
Television Broadcasting Business and Telecommunication Broadcasting Business Act
B.E.2543 (A.D.2000), including the impacts of radio broadcasting business.

The subjects of this study were radio broadcasters in Chiang Mai who broadcast
with the FM. system in the government sectors, government departments, running their
businesses before the Radio Broadcasting Act. Moreover, it includes 134 new radio
stations established after the Thai constitution B.E.2540 (A.D.1997) announcement. The
number of subjects were limited to 100 and drawn from the total population with the
Darwin Hendel theory, which applied Probability Random Sampling with Simple Random
Sampling. Questionnaires and structured interviews were the selected research
instruments. The data was analyzed with the descriptive statistics; frequency,
percentage, and mean. In addition, the data was analyzed with the descriptive analysis.

The results of this study revealed the following; ‘

1. The majority of the subjects are males with 79% and their ages are 40—49
years old with 31%. There is 50% of them graduated with Bachelor degrees and 40% of
them work as the heads of their radio station. 71% of them have working period for 1 -2
years in radio broadcasting business. 47% of them have been working for 1 - 2 years in
the radio broadcasting business. 67% of the radio stations have been running 1-2 years.
86% of the radio stations work with the community radio station and 96% of the radio
stations run by themselves. 46% of them gain their revenue from advertising.

2. Most of the radio broadcasters (49%) knowledge about the Radio

Broadcasting Act is the medium level. Most of them (87%) can answer questions about
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the main issues of the Radio Broadcasting Act which formed 2 organizations. They are
Radio Broadcasting and National Television committees and  National
Telecommunication committees which function independently from palitical power in the
administrative section and legislative section. The question which a few subjects could
answer is about the purpose of Radio Broadcasting Development Fund for Public
Television Business. It serves as a scholarship for students who study in radio
broadcasting and television or related fields for who get good grades.

The result of the radio broadcasters' opinion in Chiang Mai_ towards wave
frequencies allocation and supervision of radio broadcasting business, television
broadcasting business and telecommunication broadcasting business act B.E.2543
(A.D.2000) revealed that they mostly agree with the act with the mean of 3.37.

The opinion on the impact of wave frequencies allocation and supervision of
radio broadcasting business, television broadcasting business and telecommunication
broadcasting business act B.E.2543(A.D.2000) showed that the subjects mostly agreed
with the act at a mean of 4.23. It has both positive and negative impacts.

The subjects had several recommendations for Wave Frequencies Allocation
and Supervision of Radio Broadcasting Business, Television Broadcasting Business and
Telecommunication Broadcasting Business Act B.E.2543 (A.D.2000) for policy and
master plan in bro.adcasting and television businesses, preference and type of
broadcasting and television businesses specification, consideration in running
broadcasting and television businesses permission, wave frequencies allocation to the
government, private, and public sector, standard and expected technical features
specification for government , private, and public sector, verification of running radio
broadcasting business and television broadcasting business which Radio Broadcasting
and National Television committees will limit, performance verification of Radio
Broadcasting and National Television committees as well as the examination of running
radio broadcasting business and television broadcasting business during Broadcasting

and Television Business Act is incomplete.
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Moreover, they recommended that other organizations related to law
enforcement consider the needs of radio broadcasters from this study. Their
recommendations can be serve as a road map in formulating regulations, laws or rules
so that they are compatible with the reality of the current radio broadcasting business
and with the real needs of the people.

The recommendations of this study are as follows;

1. While the researcher is writing this study, Thailand is under the Thai
Constitution Act B.E.2550 (A.D.2008) . This Act has undergone numerous reforms. At
the same time, the proposed bill of Wave Frequencies Allocation and Supervision of
Radio  Broadcasting Business, Television  Broadcasting  Business and
Telecommunication Broadcasting Business Act B.E.2551 (A.D.2009) is waiting for the
approval in congress and will enact soon. Therefore, for these reasons, this study can
support and benefit the latest reform.

2. A future study could be done on the additional laws, regulations and rules
related to the-current Radio Broadcasting Act. Can it force media reform based on the
constitutional intention or not? How? *

3 "Tlr‘l"e other organizations related to law enforcement must consider the radio
broadcasters’ needs indicated in this study. The result can be a guideline in writing
laws, regulations or rules to be consistent with. the current reality of the radio

broadcasting business presently and with the real needs of the people.
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
