A. Scope of the Study

The objectives of this study were to study the attitudes of Payap university
students towards entrepreneurship and their training needs for short courses in

business administration.

B. Research Methodology

~ The tool used in this study was a questionnaire. The questions were
mainly divided into 3 sections : First on students background, second on

attitudes of Payap university students towards entrepreneurship and the third was on

training needs of Payap university students for short courses in  business

administration.

Sample group of this study was undergraduate student of Payap
university in thai program from 21 departments in 9 faculties, who will graduate in

academic year 2005.

C. Results

The result was drawn from the study about the attitudes of Payap
university students towards entrepreneurship were as follows :

it was found that most of student understanding about entrepreneurship at
moderate level. They understand that entrepreneur was the person who startup
business and taking risk for profit.

In their attitudes towards becoming entrepreneur, it was found the
students’ agreement ranked overall at ‘a high level. They thought entrepreneurs
should adjust business to appropriate for the future and seeks out new
opportunities.

" in behavior or tendency towards  becoming entrepreneurs, 66.4% of - the
students were interested in pursuing entrepreneurship after their graduation. In this
group, iy ranked the highest reason, due to entrepreneurship had chance to
receive payoff more than being an employee and ranked the highest type of
their interssted businesses are service buéiness and import — export business.
Only 9.8% of the students were not interested in pursuing entrepreneurship after
their graduation. In this group, they ranked the highest reason, due to fear of
loss and their opinion showed that their most interesting job was working in a
company. thérwise 23.8% of the students wundecided for becoming
entrepreneurs after their graduation .

The second objective of this study was training needs for short courses
in business administration of Payap university students which gave the results as

follows
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Most students’ opinion on their studying subjects and programs enable
them to gain more knowledge and enhance their confidence to become
entrepreneur. However, their interested register entrepreneurship subject depends
on how the university adjust entrepreneurship subjects to be free eclective subjects
that eliminate prerequisite condition on them.

They thought the university should suppcrt short course training in
business administration program and student's internship program. Most of the
students have never attended any business administration training course before.
However, 79.08% of students need to be trained in short course of business
administration. The significant objective of taking course was to develop working
skill. The most interested courses were marketing and Foreign language. The
tuition fee should be less than 1,500 bath per course. Most students prefer to
enroll classes during summer session. The suitable time length for training course
was 1~ 3 days and 1 -2 weeks. Additionally, the suitable period was 9.00 a.m. —
12.00 p.m. on Saturday and Sunday, 10— 15 persons per class by demonstration
and work practice method.

Decision making factor for attendance in business short courses, which
ranked at the maximum mean level of agreement, was a lecturer who must have a
good teaching skills.

Other factors such as subjective factor, cost factor, location factor,
promotion factor, process factor and physical factor are high influential factors
that affect the students’ attendance of business courses. The other factors were’
teaching system and using modern technology in teaching, cost of tuition fee, the
convenient location, consulting service after training, the capability of university to
resolve any kind of uneipected situation effectively, and clean and convenient

cafeteria within the university.
