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Abstract
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The research purposes were to study the attitude of Payap’s University

instructors towards the 360 Degree Teachings’ Assessment, the hindrance of the 360
Degree Teachings' Assessment, and opinions of Payap's University instructors towards

the Teachers’ Assessment .

B. Research Methodology
The instructors of the students in the bachelor program were the subjects of this

Study and the 170 instructions were randomly selected by Stratified Random Sampling.
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1. 41.2 percents of the instructors had the attitude towards the 360 Degree
Teachings’Assessment in a low degree, and 28.8 percent had the attitude towards the
360 Degree Teachings’Assessment in a nauture degree.

2. In comparing,there was no significant difference in attitude towards the of
36G Degree Teachings' Assessment of instructors who were different in administrative
position, faculties, teaching experience, and level of education.

3. The finding of the hindrance of the 360 Degree Teachings' Assessment are :

3.1 The evalution from was inappropriate to use for all  Department and
some questions were irrelevant to the nature of the teaching of a particular subject .

3.2 Students were reluctant to give the actual grede in eveluation due to the
Regard of a teacher as an authoritarian figure.

3.3 The result of the Teacher's Self Apprasia: was not reliable due to the
Overexaggerated grading, either too high or too low.

3.4 The result of the Supervisor Evaluation was not factual due to the
absence of doing an evaluation and some were reructent to give the actual grad.

3.5 There was a lack of staff an department supervision to respond to the
processing of the data and to conclude the resuit of the evaluation.

4. 78.8 percent of the instructors agreed with the objective of Teachers’
Assessment that its result was to improve and develop their teaching to be more
efficient. 44.1 percent of the instructors agreed that the Teachers' Assessment should
be done by the committees who are the representatives from each faculty. These
committees should be responsible for developing the Teachers’ Assessment process
and methodology, generalizing and concluding the final result of the evaluation.

In addiction, the Teachers' Assessment form should be neutral and served to Payap’s

objectives and policies as well. e
