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ABSTRACT

This study conducted experimental research in order to create a self-
evaluation method for teaching piano to children ranging from 8 years old to 14 years
old. This involved self-critical examination, an evaluation of the efficiency of research
tools through a questionnaire, and interviews with teachers and students who applied
this method.

The sample consisted of 7 teachers and 14 students from the private music
school of 3 institutes: Wararat Music School, KPN Central Pinklao and YAMAHA
Music School Rama IV. The self-evaluation method for primary piano students acted
as the research tool, which was employed to teach beginner students by interpolating
the activities for 2 months.

This research found that this method was able to help students be more
concerned with how they are playing, which leads to good practice habits.

Additionally, student contemplated their performance more before playing.
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
