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ABSTRACT

This study examines the process of teaching, curriculum, methods of daily
evaluation, encounters, and solutions to moral problems, and improves virtuous
development in relation to moral problems by applying conclusions from fieldwork
results, a qualitative research methodology for data collection, participatory
observation, and in-depth interview among 18 students chosen as a sample group.

It was found that the Buddhist Sunday School has been established as a
religious institution for virtuous development, and diminishing moral problems.
However, it lacks the ability to apply this role in the changing circumstances of
contemporary society as it has been expected to do.

The majority of the teaching content covered the goal of virtuous
development and solutions to moral problems at almost every level in a direct way
additionally, every class dealt with morality in an indirect way. However, the

modification of content was needed to copy with moral problems and some Buddhist
principles were set in categories but their explanations lacked clear examples.

The evaluation was done in relevance to the content. However, it was not
considered important to focus on coping with moral problems in a continuous,
sustainable manner because the content lacked appropriate teaching methodology. The
majority of the evaluation process aimed at checking the student’s academic
competency of Buddhist disciplines, at the end of each chapter.

Youth living in the city spend most of their lives under the guidance of
parents and moral disciplines, which are responsible for their role and duty. However,
there are 13 moral problems of concern, directly and indirectly, affecting these youth:
often, if a problem affects oneself or a friend, management of the issue can be enacted

easily; however, if it happens to an other group of people, the involved person might

feel indifferent, resulting in problems being usually left unsolved.

Suggestions for virtuous education are the reformation and promotion of
teaching methods in relation to students’ interest and effectiveness in dealing with
moral problems, which requires co-operation from every responsible sector.
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
