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There are 3 objectives for this research, i.e., 1. to study the process of E-Auction by the

government; 2. to study the outcome of the implementation of the government

E-Auction policy; 3. to study problems and obstacles in the E-Auction implementation.

It is a qualitative study using the in-depth interview technique for 12 key-informants
from 4 groups of concerned people, i.e., regulation supervisors, material and equipment officials,

central market service operators, and the bidders, 3 for each group.
Results of the study are briefly presented below :

1. The government’s E-Auction policy aims to create tranparency in price bidding for

various construction projects; it is therefore full of operating details and regulations.

2. The outcome of it’s implementation is transparent operation, opening for people to

participate more in the processs resulting in having fairness for the price bidders.

3. Problem and obstacles found in this process are too much details for practical purpose;
the officials concerned have to spend more time studying them; the whole process then take
longer time than ordinary bidding.

Recommendations emerged from this study, among others, are reduction of regulation
details. It is the only one modification to facilitate auction without losing fairness and

tranparency.
