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The voice actor is not well known, when compared to other occupations in the
field of communication. The voice actor can be seen as just an occupation that supports
film production. The main task of the voice actor is to produce different kinds of voice for
film's characters as well as the voice for radio stations. When we look at a broad angle,
we realize that many lines of occupation in their job could relate to teenagers' quality of
life. However, it is worth scrutinizing how this might be so. Because of this insight, | am
therefore interested in studying how the voice actor participates in reducing the
influence of medias on teenagers.

The objectives of this study are therefore, firstly, to study the opinions of voice
actors about the way in which the medias have an influence on teenager and, secondly,
to present the research outcomes to organizations that their tasks are involve with
teenager. The research sample is 15 peoble and all of them have experience in doing
different sorts of dubbing. The research methodology is unstructured and in-depth
interviews with these 15 voice actors. The researcher also uses in-depth analysis and

statistics to present the results of the study.
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The results of this study are:

All voice actors thinks that the worst teenage problems rank from drug problems,
parenting problems, behaviors problems and aggression problems. They agree that all
those problems are serious and their jobs are totally involved with-helping teenagers.
However there are slightly different levels of thought about actually helping teenagers.

Those who express the most willingness to help teenagers state that the voice
actors are the ones who could guide teenagers’ behavior. Those who point out that their
job helps teenagers express their views state that the voice actor is in fact the
teenagers’ agent. Finally, those who think that their jobs slightly help teenagers indicate
that they'just change some offensive words and make them more polite.

For different kinds of media, all voice actors rank cartoon as the most influential
media on teenagers’ behavior. Film is ranked as the second and television
advertisements are third. The way in which the voice actor could be involved in helping
teenagers in relation to cartoons is to choose the appropriate cartoons for them. For film,
they think that they select non-violent films, although these films actually pay them quite
poorly. They also think that they help teenagers in relation to television advertisements
by choosing only suitable advertisements to work on. Finally they think that television
stations should choose valuable and suitable television programs for téenagers.

Finally, althou_‘gh the majority of them think that they will continue to be involved
with developing teenégers’ quality of life, some of them put it that voice actors will have
less role to play in the future. This is due to the fact that teenagers will learn more about
foreign languages and many teenagers will become bilingual, thus television stations will

not require voice actors to do their job anymore.
Suggestions

1. The Government should reinforce basic education about how to consume suitable

media for teenager, so that teenagers know which kinds of meaia they should watch.
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2. Television stations should choose appropriate television programs, when all members
of a family come to watch television together.

3. Television stations and educational institutions must reinforce people whose job
relates to different kinds of media to think about how their work could affect teenage
behavior.

4. The Government should introduce dubbing courses for students at university in order
to help this occupation continue to stay in the field of media communication for the
future. Consequently, all voice actors will continue to help teenagers’ developing quality
of life.

5. In term of professionalism, the institute of voice actor should invite more numbers
of voice actor to subscribe, so that the voice actor will be able not only to negotiate
with the government to allocate a suitable times for the teenager to watch a
television. But it is also to bargain the private sector to adjust the script, so that all
sentence and word will be suitable, in terms of education and entertainment, to the

teenager.
