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This research comprises the following objectives ,i.e, 1) to study the Air
Force student’s smoking behavior; 2) to study causes supporting or reducing
such behavior. It is a qualitative study by using the in-depth interviews with 19
key-informants. Date were later analyzed with logical context description.

Significant findings can be summarized below :

Smoking begins with close persons’ imitation ; the persons may be
father, elder brother, teacher. However, the most import person of this group
appears to be friends who smoke habitually. To be accepted into a group of
smoking friends, one has to smoke too. It is common to find a friend handing
the first cigarette to new comers who later can buy: it easily from convenient
stores. The place for new smokers is generally a private one, for example,
school toilet, or a friend’s bedroom. Their knowledge of the smoking at the
beginning is not comprehensive ; they do not think that cigarette smoking can
be addicted.

Among reasons cited for giving up smoking are worriness of it's effects
on close persons and self, increasing cigarette price and the knowledge of
benefits from giving up smoking.

Recommendation emerged are :

1. The close persons within a family should be non- smoking persons
and children friends are also non — smoker.

2. Law enforcement in the respect should be tightened up including

tax increase in cigarette and tobacco products and sale restriction.
