 Objectives of this research are to study regulations of land use enforcing in the 
research area  which can cause obstacles to agricultural occupation, and to study problems of 
agricultural operations as well as to propose the guidelines on how to provide assistance to 
agriculturalists. This research is a qualitative research using questionnaires for 30 samples. 
Meanwhile, descriptive analysis has been applied.  
 The research has shown that : 1. Regulations of land use for rural and agricultural 
conservation on Koh Kret do not cause any obstacles and problems to agricultural activities. 
2. A group of agriculturalists is a conservationist group who has agreed with conservative 
policy and city planning measurement. 3. Agricultural activities have faced with flood problem 
effecting to other problems. By now the government does not have flood prevention measures 
yet. Each agriculturalist has to use self-creating flood prevention measure. 4. It is difficult to 
achieve ecotourism. Concrete promotion project must be supported by public sector. 5. Job 
opportunity and income received from ecotourism are fewer than those received from art and 
cultural tourism. Moreover, income from tourism has rarely reached to agricultural sector.      
6. Tax measure and right transfer principle for development between agricultural and urban 
lands should be applied. and 7. Vacant land should be used for agricultural purposes with an 
enforcement of law concerning lease for agriculture. 
 Suggestions from Research Results  
 1. Maintain policy and measure of rural and agricultural conservation as the city 
planning law.  
 2. Flood prevention  
 3. Vacant land should be used for agriculture with an enforcement of law 
concerning land lease for agriculture.       
 4. Tax measure and right transfer principle for development between agricultural 
and urban lands should be applied.  
 5. Occupations in ecotourism can be related to continuously agricultural activities 
which is possible to increase income. 
 It should be note that :  
 Flood is not a problem. But it is the limit condition of area. However, the 
government should invest in flood prevention solution  for economic, social and environmental 
benefits which can be done by 3 alternatives as follows : 
 1. The government must provide assistance in flood problem solution.  
 2. Compensation money should be set aside for agriculturalists in case that the 
land is planned for continued conservation with no investment in flood prevention. 
 3. Investment of flood prevention along with appropriate compensation money is 
also given.  
 In case that the government does not want to maintain agricultural land after 
economic, social and environmental aspects have been considered. and there is no concrete 
assistance measure. The 2 alternatives should be proceeded as follows   
 1. Revise the regulation of land use for conservation to other categories.  
 2. The government purchases land from agriculturalists to be used as green areas 
for other public benefits. 
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
