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THIPAWAN SAWAENGSUK : THE CAPITAL OF AYUTTHAYA PERIOD.

The capital of building, created to have petals of the lotus blossom to encircle the
capital, is a significant feature of architecture in Ayutthaya period because it is found that
there are many evidences show that the capitals encircled with lotus petals are created
throughout the period.

The main objective of this research is to study about its format, evolution and age
indication of the capital of Ayutthaya period. From the study of the tracery, it can be
concluded by the following.

In the early Ayutthaya period, from found evidences, most of them are Bua Koom
or Bua Goom patterns which are always used with a big building. This feature is found until
the middle age of Ayutthaya period. However, the turning point of this feature is in the end of
Ayutthaya period matched to the period of King Pra Sat Tong. The most obvious change is
the capital used the longer lotus petals and sharper tip attached to the capital instead of the
former style. And then it changes incessantly in the late of the period until the end of the
period. Moreover, it is an important model to develop to Bua Jong Kol pattern which has

curved petals that is a dominant feature of capital in Rattanakosin period.
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
