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The purpose 6f the survey was twofold : 1) to find out the level of people's
participation in crime prevention in the areas under the responsibility of Bung Samphan
Provincial Police Station in Petchaboon Province, and 2) to identify the factors related to
their participation in crime prevention.

The sample group consisted of 5% of people living in each area in Bung Samphan
District, Petchaboon Province. The total was 360 people. The questionnaire used for data
collection was divided into six parts : 1) demographic information of the respondent, 2)
access to information about criminal problems, 3) faith in the police, 4) awareness of the
necessity for crime prevention, 5) expectation from joining the police in crime prevention,
and 6) level of participation in crime prevention.

The descriptive and inferential statistics for data analysis were percentage, mean,

standard deviation, t-test, F-test and correlation.

Findings

Most of the fespondents were household heads. The majority were male and
completed elementary school. They lived outside the municipal area. They were 21-40
years old, were married and lived with their spouses. Each family had about 3-4 members

They were engaged in agriculture and earned about 1,000-5,000 baht per month.

The samples were found to participate in crime prevenfion at a moderate level ()—( =

2.53 out of 4). The factors that were significantly related to their participation in this matter
were family status, gender, residential area, access to related information, faith in the

police, 4) awareness of the necessity for crime prevention, and expectation from
participating in crime prevention. On the other hand, education, occupation and income

were found to have no relationship with their participation.

Recommendations

1. People should be informed of crimes in their community Through mass media,
especially television, so that they would realize the importance of participation in crime
prevention and give more cooperation.

2. People should be made to have faith in the police by sending policemen to meet
and talk to them, to patrbl the area regularly in order to reduce people's sufferings.

3. Training activities or programs should be held to give knowledge to youths and
community members and to encourage them to participate more in sharing ideas, making
decisions and preventing crime. Also, a local network of crime prevention leaders should
be formed.

4. People in the areas, especially those in the municipal area, i.e., in Tambon Bung
Samphan and Tambon Subsamorthod should be motivated to participate more in crime
prevention.

5. People at all levels should be made to realize that crimes are harmful to
everybody, so crime prevention in their residential area is necessary for security of property

and for safety of all the community members.
